Gerardine Ferlins is the President and majority shareholder of Cirtronics Corporation, founded in 1979.  She has a BA in Sociology and began her career as a medical social worker, a teacher and later in roles within a traditional manufacturing business environment at Worcester Controls.  Having served through the ranks in inside sales, purchasing, production and program management, she was given an opportunity to start a new manufacturing organization for Bob McCray when he sold Worcester Controls. 

Cirtronics has evolved into a full service electronic manufacturing services company offering complete end-product build from procuring the components through final test and shipment to distribution.  It has maintained steady sales growth, even through periods of economic downturn, with consistent profitability.   Sales were over $43 million in 2007 and over $46 million in 2008 with the support of over 200 employees.  In 2002, Gerardine transitioned the corporation to an ESOP (employee stock ownership program) with the employees now owning approximately 39% of the company.

Cirtronics mission statement is to serve and continuously improve.  This philosophy extends to our customers, employees, suppliers, our community and the environment.  The corporation and Gerardine personally, are involved in many projects and organizations advocating social responsibility and corporate mentoring.
